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County Lines is a way of distributing drugs across country, and
often involves the criminal and sexual exploitation of children
and vulnerable adults. Criminal exploitation involves forcing or

coercing others to commit crimes, such as selling, storing, and
transporting drugs, or assaulting others.

People who are being exploi’red may unintentionally facilitate the
exploitation of others. Student accommodation may also be
‘cuckooed’: used as a secure location to store/sell drugs.
