Of
these 16 had fathers in the Forces,F
and mothers who were not deserv-|
ing of the responsibility of hayin ~‘
children. On September 30th|
there were 47 children in resid-{|
ence, an increase of six on last
year. A hut had been erected to
provide 11 more beds in case of
emergency. It had not been pos-
sible to take the whole family
away to 'the seaside, but 24
children had spent a fortnight at
the home in Lytham by permis-
sion of Mr, J. H. . Toulmin and his
committee.

Mr. Margerison said expenditure |
for the year had been exceptionally
Leavy. He wished to record their
very great indebtedness to the pro-
prietars and editor of “The Lanca-
shire Daily Post ” for their annual
Christmas appeal which realised
the magnificent sum of £327 for
general funds. They need hardly
say how greatly they valued this
belp extended to them for near.y
40 years.
