Their Christmas Day will be, one is 
tempted to say, just a n ordinary day, 
but, being Christmas, it will be other 
than tha t . It will be a day ln some 
cases of grief and. sadness, in others.

TRIBUTES TO HOME 

S
HEPHERD-STREET Mission and Chil­

dren's Home, Preston, is celebrating 
its diamond jubilee this year, and at the 
annual meeting in the Preston Town Hall, 
yesterday, the Mayor (Councillor E. Ley), 
presiding, another year of progress was 
recorded. 

Presentmg h is annual report, the .:t.a1r 
man (Mr. W. A. Margerison> congratulated 
the proprietors of " The Lancashire Daily 
Post " on achieving their jubilee. 

Mr. Margerison gave a res_ume ot tne 
society's work since its inception, and he 
described how the street meetmgs m the 
neighbourhood of Manchester-road led to 
the establishment of the m1ss1on. He 
quoted figures giving the numbers of men, 
women and children who have been helped 
during the 60 years. 

INCREASED EXPENDITURE 
The work of the Mission and Children's 

Home, Mr. Margerison continued, was still 
meeting a need and he par ticularly ap­
pealed on behalf of the neglected and cesli• 
tute child. Their expenses, he continued, 
were £150 more than in 1930, and with a 
decreasing income from investments built 
up by legacies, they again appealed for sub-

. scribers and more help. 
During the year 13 children had been ad­

mitted, and 15 had been handed back to 
relatives. Tvfo girls hwi it,een plaped in 
domestic serv1oe, and a'--Doy at>J>1· 
Leyland Motors, leaving 36 clilldren in tb,e 
home. There was also eleven other youflg. 
people in other institutions. 

NEED FOR WORK STILL GREAT 
Mr. Margerison said the area to-day was 

less thickly populated, and various re­
forms had greatly improved living condi­
tions, but the need for the work of the 
Mission and Home was still great. 

Thanking the " Lancashire Daily Post ' 
for £221 2s. 8d. raised by the appeal last 
Christmas, the chairman said: "Without 
this help, which carries us back to the 
days of Messrs. George Toulmin and Sons, 
and other assistance with meals, and clogs, 
our services on behalf of the poor would 

, have been considerably restricted. 
Moving the adoption of the report, the 

Rev. Shirley B. Cumberland, Supt. minister 
of the Lune-street Methodist Circuit, said 
the Mission and work was an expression of 
the principles and ideals of Christ. 

Continumg, the speaker said one of the 
most interesting parts of our history during 
the past few years was the number of 
enactments placed upon the Statute Book 
for the welfare of the child. That was 
wonderful evidence of the progress in social 
fi,r lin~ of tl'iP Deople of the country. To-day 
it was a privilege to be a child. 

HOME ATMOSPHERE 
But there were still gaps in our social 

fabric even with regard to child welfare. 
There was something. the State_ could 
impart, in the nature of home atmosphere. 

On visiting Shepherd-street Mission he 
had found there everything one would find 
in a decent artisan home. There was 
nothing of the institution effect. 

AN INFLUENCE FOR GOOD 
Seconding, the Rev. R. Littler, vicar of 

St. Mary's, Preston, said the Home was well 
worth all the support which could be given 
it. In these days when there was a falling 
off in the number of children attending 
Sunday schools, a Home like Shepherd­
street in the centre of Preston, was bound 
to be an influence for good. Unless 
children were brought up and nurtured in 
the fear of the Lord, it would be God help 
our country in the next generation. 

The resolution, which included the re­
election of officers and committee, was 
carried. 

Thanks to the Mayor for presiding we.re 
expressed by the Rev. H. Morgan, of the 
Garstang-road Congregational Church, and 
the Rev. E. Porter, of Barton. 

In reply, the ~~ayor said he took a gia.t 
joy in children's work. His father was 
secretary of the orphan school at the time 
the Mission started, and he was taught early 
in life to think of the more unfortunate 
children.
