A wide variety of materials and techniques have been used to produce the designs, 

although a final choice of materials and scale would only be selected when the full 

process of consultation is complete. The organisers hope that the exhibition will prompt 

visitors to express their views on the works and that this will be the start of a process 

leading to a final design that is innovative, exciting and a positive addition to the 

Quayside.
